Calico Garden Quilt

A wonderful project for the beginning quilter using simple | § -
piecing techniques. This lovely wallhanging coordinates
traditional calico fabrics with floral motifs.

100 % cotton- 44"/45" wide

Wall hanging-finished size: 43 1/8"x 43 1/8"

Pattern Level: Easy/Beginner

Seam Allowances: 1/4" used throughout and has been
added unless otherwise indicated. Press carefully step-by -step.

Materials needed:

3 yards Brown print for backing, binding, borders and squares
1 3/8 yards beige print for borders and piecing

1 yard ivory solid

1/4 yard dark purple print

1/8 yard each of 3 different lavender prints

1/8 yard each of 3 different maroon or dark pink prints

1/8 yard each of 3 different pink or mauve prints

1/8 yard each of 5 different green prints

1/8 yard of each of 3 different yellow prints

2 yards HeatnBond lite or other paper backed fusible web
Matching thread, Decorative thread (optional), Rotary cutter, ruler, mat, 48" x 48" piece
of batting

Cutting:

From brown print cut:

4 strips 2 1/2" x 44" cut into 60 squares 2 1/2"
2 strips 1 1/2" x 37" for side inner borders

2 strips 1 1/2" x 39" for top and bottom borders

*Note: 2" extra allowance has been added to lengthwise border cutting measurements for
possible variance in size. Measure and trim after top is complete.

From ivory solid cut:

4 Strips 8 1/2" cut into 13 squares 8 1/2"

From beige print cut:

2 squares 12 5/8" cut in half diagonally twice to make 8 quarter square triangles
2 squares 6 1/2" cut in half diagonally to make 4 half square triangles

2 strips 4" x 39" for side borders

2 strips 4" x 46 " for top and bottom borders

Note: 2" extra allowance has been added to lengthwise border cutting measurements for
possible variance in size. Measure and trim after top is complete.



Assembly:

Trace 39 leaves, 13 flower centers, 13 rear petals, and 13 front petals onto the
paper side of the fusible web leaving a 4" space around each motif. Dashed lines
show where one piece will under lap another.

Cut out motifs allowing roughly 4" around each edge. Following manufacturers
instructions, and referring to photo of quilt, fuse motifs to the wrong side of the
following prints: fuse centers to yellow prints, fuse 7 rear petals to dark purple
print, fuse 6 rear petals to dark pink prints, fuse 7 front petals to lavender prints,
fuse 6 front petals to pink prints and 39 leaves to assorted green prints. Cut out all
motifs along drawn lines.

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of each brown square from corner to
corner using a washable pencil or pen (fig. 1) Pin 1 brown square to each corner
of a solid ivory square, right sides facing and raw edges even. (Fig 2). Sew on the
diagonal lines across each square. Trim seam allowances to 4". (Fig 2). Flip out
and press. Repeat for remaining ivory solid square. Use the same method to sew 1
square to each of the 8 beige print large triangles as shown in fig. 2a.

Referring to photo and placement diagram, peel paper from motifs and fuse onto
ivory squares. Remember dashed lines indicate where pieces under lap. To ease
placement of motifs, place each ivory square over placement diagram and center
motif. Lightly trace outline of motifs with a pencil. Now your motifs can be fused
precisely in place. If you can not see the lines of the diagram through the ivory
square, you may have to tape the diagram with the ivory square over it to a
window and then trace.

Stitch around motifs by hand or machine using a buttonhole stitch.

Assemble top in diagonal rows following photo and fig 3.

Finishing:

Measure quilt top across center from top to bottom. Cut side inner borders to this
measurement. Sew on side borders.

Measure quilt top across center from side to side including borders. Cut top and bottom
inner borders this measurement. Sew on borders.

Repeat steps 1 & 2 for outer borders.

Top complete. Cut batting and backing 2" larger than quilt top all around. Backing will
need to be pieced. Assemble the quilt "sandwich" by placing the backing, batting and top
together in layers and baste or pin with safety pins. Machine or hand quilt as desired.
When quilting is completed, trim excess batting. Bind in the usual manner.
